We share that fundamental value. And that is why I have worked so hard to extend Temporary
Protected status for Liberians, for example, and will continue to work on ways to improve the
system.

Recently I traveled to Africa. It opened my eyes in a dramatic way. I visited a refugee camp in
Congo that holds 30,000 people — half of whom are precious young children.

We have so much work to do to ensure every person can live in peace. So when we think about
immigration policies we need to keep in mind the welfare of families and chaos which may await

the children and parents torn away from each other.

You have touched my heart with the beauty of your families, and I will continue to work with
you as [ serve in Congress.
